In the chart above the English is given in Times New Roman and the Greek is in Symbol from the Font style of MSWord.  In other systems it should be similar.

For example the symbol for Ohms is which is gotten from the capital W.  Just remember to check that you did use the right form so that K , for Kilohms doesn’t end up reading KW for Kilowatt.  
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In MathCad a special toolbar is available to use Greek letters.  Find this by clicking
